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GARDEN RENEWED

An existing pool and a few palms planted behind it are about all
that remains of the original garden in this home in one of Brisbane’s
older suburbs. A complete revamp has resulted in a garden which
is welcoming and engaging, where the pool has been given a new
lease of life, and where a variety of materials have been used to add
interest, and demonstrate the ingenuity of the team who created it.

Constructed by Mark Perriman and his team to a design by Arno King
of Deicke Richards Architects, the completed project complements
the beautifully renovated Queenslander house perfectly - the front
is home to lush lawn and under the verandah, Mark has planted out
a green garden of philodendrons in just the way that it would have
been when the house was new.

Down the side, drainage and runoff issues have been addressed
by the introduction of a dry creek bed which allows water to be
dispersed to the gardens on either side. Access through this area
is a byway of paver steppers and two raised timber deck walkways,
which serve a decorative as well as practical purpose.

The pool is the centrepiece of the backyard, and by paving
around it and creating a raised podium area at one end, its height
above the level of the yard has been integrated in a more pleasing
manner than before. Using Chelmstone Ivory Quarrystone the
kidney-shaped pool sits in a curved paved area which creates a
pleasing symmetry. Mature golden canes salvaged from the original
garden provide privacy and shade, and new plantings of fishtail
palms, travellers palms, heliconia varieties, ginger varieties, spider
lilies, peace lilies and jasmine will combine to create a green oasis,
studded with colour.Tanks have been installed to make sure that the
water restrictions currently in force will not have too great an effect
on the new gardens.

[t's easy to see that in a very short time this garden will be a lush
green haven, thanks to the efforts of Mark Perriman and his team.
